The positions that are available are as follows:
Fiction: Prose & Poetry Editor (1 Position)

· Responsible for generating, selecting and editing pieces of fiction and poetry for the journal alongside the Editor in Chief and Creative Director. Must have a selective palette for speculative fiction, a strong reader’s background in fiction, and exceptional grammar skills.
Nonfiction: Essay & Article Editor (1 Position)

· Responsible for generating, selecting and editing nonfiction and academic pieces for the journal alongside the Editor in Chief and Creative Director. Must have a selective palette for speculative fiction, a strong reader’s background in literary criticism, and exceptional grammar skills.
Graphic Fiction & Illustrations Editor (1 Position)

· Responsible for generating and editing pieces of graphic fiction for the journal in conjunction with the Editor in Chief and Creative Director. Also responsible for generating illustrations and selecting pieces of visual art to spotlight in the journal. Must have a selective palette for speculative fiction and a strong reader’s background in graphic fiction. Applicants with experience in visual arts will be shown preference, as the emphasis of this position will be on the illustrations.
Designer & Social Media Manager (1 Position)
· Responsible for maintaining the social media presence (twitter, facebook, etc.), creating marketing initiatives, rallying the editorial board for community-building efforts, and for building a team of designers (or taking on the design process by themselves) to design The Spectatorial. Will work very closely with the Creative Director in these efforts.
Editorial Board (5 Positions Total, 2 Reserved for First Years) 

· The Editorial Board will be responsible for helping the Editors to select pieces. They will perform both copyediting and proofreading tasks. They will provide content for the blog. Alongside these tasks, the Editorial board will be responsible for working closely with the Editor in Chief in furthering the journal’s reputation on campus.
